BTSC Board Meeting Minutes for September 10, 2008

Meeting called to order at 7:40pm.

Dyana moved to approve the August 9, 2008 minutes. Jill seconded the motion. All approved the minutes.

Picnic Committee - Julie Roback – Chairperson BTSC picnic – The picnic will be September 13, from 4-8 at the Apple Orchard Field 4 and the Jensen Pavilion.  The 3v3 Tournament will be run by Jim O’Keefe. Trainers Rich Simpson and Ben Angel along with Simon will set up the brackets for the 3v3 teams. All proceeds from 3v3 will go to BTSC. Individual teams will be able to fund raiser at the picnic. Picnic and 3v3 email reminders will be sent out. Many items have been donated to the event. There are approximately 25 raffle gifts have been purchased or donated and the drawing will be during the picnic.
DOC – Simon Brinklow – Discussed the following

1.  Jr. Hawks Training program is set up through the park district. The club will create a Jr. Hawks Flyer to distribute to the BYSA soccer coaches during their picture night.  
2. The families of the U12 Boys Green team are asking for additional training or for an additional tournament. This team has a large roster of 17 players and they field 9 players for each game. At this age level twenty six players were offered positions to play BTSC soccer for the 2008-09 seasons. Only 17 players accepted positions with the club. To prepare for the future of 11 v 11 play for next year the decision was made to have a large team roster.  The members of the DOCC committee along with Simon will set up the criteria and policy for compensating teams with large rosters. This will be presentenced to the board at the next monthly meeting.

3. Indoor Training Schedule – All teams will receive 10 hours of indoor training at a soccer facility and not a school gym. Nine hours of training is scheduled at the Schaumburg indoor soccer facility and 1 hour is at Sportsplex in St. Charles. All Sessions will be run by Soccer Success trainers.
4. Soccer Success now owns Sportsplex in St. Charles.
President’s Report – Alan Bibergall – Discussed the following
1. The Vice President board position will now be responsible for club fundraising. Sharon Ivkovich is interested in this position. Nomination of Sharon Ivkovich as Vice President of the club. Dan moves to approve the nomination. Dave seconds the motion. All approves the motion.
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Treasures’ Report – Alan Bibergall - With the Treasure and the Director of Finance positions open the following was discussed.
1. Kelvin McLaurin will submit the club financial statement by the end of the month. Kelvin will continue to review the monthly statements to insure we are on target with the 2008-09 budget.
2. The club should consider outsourcing the accounting and the monthly quick book functions. This could be funded with in our current budget.  The outsourcing will be under the guidance of the clubs treasurer. 
Vice President’s Report – Sharon Ivkovich – Discussed the following.
1. Introduced the concept of a club wide sponsorship program. There will be a sponsorship committee meeting to discuss this program details. The committee will present this program at the next month’s meeting.
2. Club restaurant nights. To create partnership with the restaurants in Bartlett. 
3. Many additional fund raising ideas were discussed
Director of Club Collections – Alan Bibergall representing Tara Dombrowski states the  collections are on schedule. Tara has asked the board in writing to find a replacement for her because she is now working full time. Tara will stay on until a replacemt is found. 

Director Field Operations – Dave Kirkby – Has received approximately 300 emails for field changes and inquiries into open field availability. The fields are full and the club is unable to accommodate many of the field change requests. The club should look into renting fields for the spring season.  
Director Club Operations – Chris Lange – Following up with the team manages to insure all BTSC players have viewed the Goalie Safety video.
Team Administrator – Dyana Noesen – Discussed the following.
1. The club Picture Day is September 13, 2008 at the Apple Orchard West Pavilion. The rain facility is Bartlett Community Center gym. The U15 and U16 boys’ teams will have their pictures taken in the spring.  Dyana will coordinate these teams’ pictures with the team managers and the BYSA spring picture night. 

2. At the coaches meeting the decisions was made to reinstate the first aid program on September 6, 2008. Nine coaches and one team manager attended the first aid program.
Director of NISL Affairs – Dan Piszczek – NISL season is full steam ahead.
Director of IWSL Affairs – Jill Mecklenburg – IWSL has requested verification of the back ground checks for the team managers and the coaches.
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Old Business
1. BYSA Soccer Tournament is October 19 & 20. BTSC will have a presence at the tournament. Sharon Ivkovich will coordinate the event with the Bartlett Park District.

2. Bartlett Park districts request for verification of BTSC’s Certificate of Liability. BTSC has received the Certificate of Liability from both the NISL and the IWSL leagues and the park district was given the copies. 
New Business – Frannie Roehl and Dyana Noesen proposed each officers and directors create and submit a calendar for their position. This would insure we have all areas covered.
